-Read through the entire pattern before beginning. 

-All seam allowances are 3/8” unless otherwise stated. 

ern supp

-Select fabrics that are the specified weight, drape, and stretch. Using the wrong fabric can change the fit of your garment. 

patt

-Prewash all fabrics- especially knits, to prevent shrinkage. 

-Topstitch seams when instructed. To topstitch, increase the stitch length slightly, press the seam allowance to one side, and sew down the seam allowance 1/8” from the seam. 

ect

-To gather, lower your tension and increase your stitch length to the longest setting. 

Run two rows of stitching 1/4” from each other leaving a 5-10” tail on each end. 

conn

Do not backstitch at the beginning or end. Grab both bobbin threads and pull in Tips for Sewing Knits

-Cut your pattern pieces with the stretch perpendicular (cross-ways) to the grain. 

op

-Use a ball point or jersey needle. 

sh

-For seams that need to stretch, use a lightning or stretch stitch. 

-Be careful not to pull your fabrics through your machine. This can cause stretching and wavy seams.

2 On the left you should see a toolbar. Click on the three little diamonds to open the layers panel.

3 Turn on the layers for only the sizes you need. Keep the “MUST PRINT” layer selected- it contains all your labels and pattern markings!

4 Next, open your print panel. Using the print chart pro-conn

vided, enter all the pages you need to print. For the page sizing, make sure that you have the scale set to 100%. Lastly, make sure that your orientation is set to auto-rotate. Then just hit print!

**You can serge around the edges of any pieces to prevent fraying. All the seams are enclosed so it isn’t necessary but it can make it easier to construct your pouch.** 

Prepping the Middle Pocket

Step 1: Cut a piece of pre-made binding t 

to 11.5”. 

or

Fold the binding over the top edge of the middle tier fabric pocket.

Step 2: Stitch close to the edge of the binding to secure in place. 

ect

Step 3: Cut a piece of pre-made op

binding to 11.5”. The mesh can stretch sh

slightly so be careful not to stretch while pinning the binding in place. 

Attach the binding to the top of the middle tier double pocket following the same method as the fabric pocket binding. 

Step 4: With right sides facing up, place the double mesh pocket on top of the fabric pocket and match along the bottom. 
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Step 5: Run a row of stitching down the center of both pocket pieces to secure.

Serge or baste around the edges to secure.

Binding the Zippers

Step 6: Cut a piece of the binding slightly wider than the zipper tape. 

ect

Step 7: Trim the end of the zipper tape op

to 1/2”. 

sh

Step 8: Fold the bias over the end of the zipper to hide the ends. Stitch in place. 
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Step 9: Repeat for both ends of the zipper and trim the binding edges as table of cont

shown. 

Repeat these steps for both of the t or

zippers. 

The finished zipper length should be approximately 10”.

Cut a piece of binding at 11.5”. 

Open the binding and pin one edge to the conn

bottom of the middle tier. Sew across. 

Step 11: Find the center of the zipper and the center of the middle pocket. 

op



sh

With the right side of the zipper facing up, place the zipper on top of the binding matching at the center. 

Fold the binding over the edge of the zipper tape and pin in place. Sew the binding closed along the zippers edge. 

Don’t topstitch the other edge yet. 

Step 12: Cut another piece of 11.5” 

binding. Open the binding and pin one edge to the other side of the zipper tape. 

Sew across. 
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Step 13: Place the edge of the mesh fabric inside of the binding. Fold the table of cont

binding over the fabric and pin in place. 

Sew close to the edge of the binding to t or

secure. Topstitch the other edge of the binding near the zipper. 

ern supp

patt

Step 14: Apply fusible interfacing to the back of both of the main pieces. 

ect

conn

Step 15: Take one of the main pieces and place the completed pocket piece on top with right sides facing up and pin op

along the sides to secure. This should sh

match up to the line on your pattern piece. 

Topstitch the binding edge near the bottom of middle pockets, sewing through both the pocket and main layer. 

Sew or serge around the edges to secure. 

Adding the Snaps

Step 16: Using the pattern piece as a guide, mark the placement for the first snap and apply the stud (male part) of the snap. 
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Step 17: Using the pattern piece as a guide, mark the placement for the second table of cont

snap and apply the socket (female part) of the snap to the right side of the second (outer) piece of the main pouch.

Cut an 11.5” strip of binding 

and place it opened along the top edge of conn

the inner pouch piece (with the pockets). 

Pin across the top edge and sew in place.

piece facing up on top of the binding and nested into the fold. 

Step 20: Center the zipper and place it on top of the lining fabric. Fold the binding closed over the edge of the zipper and pin in place. 
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Step 21: Sew along each edge of the binding to secure.

Step 23: Cut an 11.5” strip of binding op

and place it opened along the top edge sh

of the outer pouch piece (without the pockets). 

Pin across the top edge and sew in place. 

Step 24: With the right side facing up, place the top zippered pocket lining piece facing up on top of the binding and nested into the fold. 
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Step 25: Place the other edge of the zipper on top of the lining. Fold the table of cont

binding closed and pin in place. 

Topstitch both edges of the binding to t or

secure.

Step 26: Here’s how it should look from the back. 

Unzip the zipper. This is needed to turn ect

the pouch out. 

conn

Finishing the Pouch

opsh

Step 27: Folding the lining upwards, pin the pouch main and lining pieces along the edges with right sides together. 

Sew in place using a 1/2” seam allowance and leaving a 3” gap in the center of the pocket lining. 

Step 28: Clip each of the four corners as  shown and turn the bag right sides out through the opening left in the lining. 
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Step 29: Sew the opening in the lining closed and then tuck the lining back into table of cont

the top of the pouch.

Step 30: Press the bag.

Step 31: To close, fold the bottom op

portion up.

Step 32: And then fold the top portion down and snap! You’re all done!
